Reflections on Gospel Reading as it Applies to Stewardship 

For a few weeks now our Gospels from St. Matthew have been filled with parables. 

Jesus was living in an agrarian society ð that is, a world in which agriculture was 

somewhat universal and widely understood. That is why so many of His teachings, His 

parables, have a farming base. His parables in todayôs Gospel relate to weeds existing 

next to and among healthy and necessary crops like wheat. Even though much of our 

own society may not grasp farming, we can very much relate to the Lordôs explana-

tions.  When asked by His disciples to explain the meaning, the Lord says in effect that 

the field in which the crops are placed is the world; the crop can come from good 

seeds (believers) or bad seeds (those who are non believers and evil). He also makes it 

clear though that it is not our role to identify and ñweed outò those who are non believ-

ers. God will do that. At the same time it is not just enough for us to belong to a parish, 

a community. Our role, our calling, is to love and to serve as good stewards, active 

participants. God will take care of the rest, and that is our reason for hope.
